You have another opportunity to add some Lake Wilderness Spiritwear to your collection!

What is Spiritwear?!?  It is affordable clothing from t-shirts and sweatshirts, to other seasonal items like hats 
for both children and adults.  The items are printed or embroidered with our school colors (blue and silver) 
and/or our mascot – the Wildcat!  

What Spiritwear is not!   Spiritwear offerings are not fundraisers, and are not part of the PTSA fundraising 
budget.  Clothing is priced to be as affordable as possible for as many people as possible.   For this reason, 
the PTSA doesn’t purchase an extra inventory of clothing to exchange sizes, etc., so you must be careful 
about sizing.  You can’t “return” clothing to anyone.

What about sizes?!?  Watch carefully for notations about ordering larger sizes than usual.  While some of the 
less expensive brands come in more colors and are more affordable, the sizes can be less consistent with 
what we generally experience with other brands.  If there’s any question – order a size or two larger than 
usual!   As with the Winter Sale, we will have some samples to try on.  Watch for directions on the flyer as to 
where you can do that.

What’s new!?  Watch for new seasonal items like baseball hats, and new colors again.  Black and pink were 
new color offerings this winter - and the most popular!  Spring colors will depend on what we settle on 
brand-wise for clothing.

When does the Spring Sale begin?  Watch for flyers near the end of March.  Turnaround time for printing, 
sorting, etc., is usually about two weeks after forms and money are due.
